This two-day seminar reviews key features of, and then extends, Chomsky’s Miracle Creed
(MC) framework, focusing on the factors that shape the form and function of the key operation
of the narrow syntax, Merge. Day 1 sets the stage by tracing central postulates of MC,
including the proposal that Merge is theta-related, and the consequent reinterpretation of
successive cyclic movement. Day 2 presents a number of potential problems, both conceptual
and empirical, for MC, and then propose possible solutions, solutions that are consistent with

MC but represent significant simplifications of it, with positive empirical consequences.
